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Introduction

The supplementary resources listed in this document provide teachers with
suggestions for songs, singing games, dramatizations and stories that will enhance
the music strand of Arts Education in Ukrainian-English bilingual classes. The
materials are organized by grade and theme, with selections appearing by title only.
The abbreviation key provided on the right hand side of each page will help teachers
to locate information about audio recordings for each selection.

The themes for music and book selections correspond to the Ukrainian Language Arts
themes found in Ukrainian-English Bilingual Education: A Curriculum Guide and
Handbook for Grades 4-8.% 1t should be noted that there is some repetition of
selections from grade to grade in order to offer students a combination of some
familiar material with new material.

The items recommended in this document have been chosen from a wide range of
Ukrainian education materials which have become available in recent years. It is
intended that these selections will assist elementary school children with Ukrainian
language learning through the enjoyable medium of music. Teachers are encouraged
to purchase the recommended compact discs (CDs) and audiocassettes for their
classroom or school library.

A good cassette for the upper
elementary/secondary classroom as it features familiar songs
that are easy to sing along with, especially those written by V.
Ivasiuk.

The Christmas cycle of songs is featured in this recording by the
ensemble Vatra of Lviv. It begins with the Feast of St. Nicholas,
and follows with Christmas carols, Malanka and New Year’s
carols and Epiphany shchedrivky. This cassette is definitely a
good addition to the Ukrainian language classroom.

This cassette, performed by Vatra, features both original
compositions and folk songs. The enunciation of songs is clear,
lending itself well to Ukrainian language learning.
