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Introduction

The supplementary resources listed in this document provide teachers with
suggestions for songs, singing games, dramatizations and stories which will enhance
the music strand of Arts Education in Ukrainian-English bilingual classes. The
materials are organized by grade and theme, with selections appearing by title only.
Audio-recordings of each selection may be accessed by using the abbreviation key
provided on the right-hand side of each page.

The themes for music selections correspond to the Ukrainian Language Arts themes
found in Ukrainian-English Bilingual Education: A Curriculum Guide and Handbook
for Kindergarten to Grade 3. The pages from the guide which list the themes have
been reprinted on page (iv) of this document. It should be noted that there is some
repetition of selections from grade to grade in order to offer students a combination of
familiar material and new material.

The music selections have been chosen from a wide range of Ukrainian education
audio-cassettes which have become available in recent years. The selections will assist
elementary school children with Ukrainian language learning through the enjoyable
medium of music. Teachers are encouraged to purchase the recommended audio-
cassettes for their classroom or school library.

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Titles and Abbreviation Key

The following section provides a list of the audio-cassettes and books from which most
selections have been taken. A short description of each audio-cassette and the

A. Audio-cassettes

Bapabosars (BARABOLYA ... that means POTATO!)

R. Cahute and I. Baszynskyj are the creators of this children’s
language-learning cassette, in which Ukrainian words are
introduced through contemporary melodies.

Three separate packages of Ukrainian children’s songs, verses
and fingerplays are available. Each package includes a cassette,
plus words to the selections, as performed by L. Bilash. Each
cassette has traditional Ukrainian selections, plus other
melodies to which Ukrainian words have been added.

Selections on this Ukrainian cassette include traditional songs,
adaptations and new creations. They are performed by B. Barna
Andrusko and P. Barna, with assistance from guest vocalists and
children. Words are available.

This children’s cassette, produced in Ukraine, features the voice
of L. Bebeshko as Levko Durko, an entertaining children’s
character who sings and provides some lighthearted monologue.
